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OPEN CALL
for the selection of CSO representatives in the drafting process of the National Development Strategy 2030 (NDS 2030)
The Office for Strategic Planning is pleased to announce an open call for the nomination of CSO representatives to participate in the process of drafting the National Development Strategy 2030 (NDS 2030).

CSO representatives will be nominated and elected by the civil society organizations themselves according to their profiles and scope and will be included within the four pillars of the NSD 2020, as follows:
· Pillar I: Rule of law and good governance; 
· Pillar II: Increased economic sustainability; 
· Pillar III: Human capital and social cohesion: and 
· Pillar IV: Clean environment and sustainable resources. 
The whole process of nominating and ensuring the participation of CSO representatives in the process of drafting the NDS 2030 will be organized by the CiviKos Platform in cooperation with the Office for Strategic Planning Office of the Prime Minister (SPO/OPM).
Information about the National Development Strategy 2030 
The NSD 2030 will serve as a mechanism for implementing the strategic vision for the long term, by setting development priorities, strategic objectives and results that are expected to be achieved for the planned period. The accomplishment of this vision is expected to contribute to meeting the country's membership requirements in Euro-Atlantic structures and to fulfilling its commitment to the implementation and integration of the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). Furthermore, the NDS is expected to serve as an important mechanism for Kosovo in terms of the new EU financial perspective, implemented through IPA III.

In terms of structure, as noted above, the NDS 2030 will pursue its approach through four pillars, which indeed constitute the main elements of obstacles to the country’s development.
These four pillars will cover all development sectors and provide an analysis of the current situation and the development orientation or direction through a number of strategic objectives and corresponding indicators. The NDS 2030 will set national development objectives, cross-sectoral horizontal issues related to a number of sectors and specific development objectives for each sector. Cross-sectoral policies will be organized as horizontal agendas. Such an approach will address the need for comprehensive and integrated planning, as well as set out a clear planning framework for the next 10 years.

The National Development Strategy 2030 will be implemented through action plans of sector strategies by cascading its specific objectives into sector strategies. Among other things, throughout the drafting, the NDS 2030 will address the challenges and damage caused by the COVID-19 pandemic and the economic recovery planning. It will also help simplify, reduce and optimize the large number of current strategies by defining a clear structure of the strategic planning system, the hierarchy and typology of strategic documents, and the sectors. In addition, it will improve the interconnection of strategic planning documents with budget allocations through the introduction of fixed budget codes and cascading of objectives into actions. Finally, it will link Kosovo's European Integration Agenda and foreign assistance, including IPA, with long-term development goals.
Responsibilities of the CSO representative within the Thematic Group
The NDS 2030 drafting team consists of the General Group and Thematic Working Groups. To ensure the widest possible involvement of stakeholders in this process, the SPO will organize consultation meetings to discuss the draft NDS 2030 with businesses, NGOs, public enterprises and other stakeholders, inviting them also to participate in the meetings of the Thematic Groups, organize open public discussions, present the objectives of the NDS 2030 and finalize them. The Strategic Planning Commission (hereinafter: SPC) led by the Prime Minister of Kosovo will determine the national priorities and objectives of strategic development and will review and finalize the structure and final draft of the NDS before its approval by the Government.

CSOs are expected to be more involved within the thematic groups. The responsibilities of the CSO representative within the thematic group are to review the sector-based analyses for each topic; to identify challenges and problems for sectors and propose strategic objectives for addressing them within the sector which implements national strategic objectives; to analyze, review, propose and draft objectives and indicators for the relevant topic; to review, analyze and address comments, recommendations and proposals of the WG and SPC; and to analyze and review other issues arising from the WG.
Criteria for nomination of representative candidates/organizations
Eligible for nomination are the civil society organizations in the Republic of Kosovo, whose statute and work program is related to one of the relevant pillars of NDS 2030 presented above. A CSO representative may not be nominated for more than two pillars of the NDS 2030 and one pillar may include up to three representatives from different CSOs.

Candidates proposed by CSOs should have relevant experience in the fields in which they express interest and are nominated, and priority will be given to education qualifications in the same fields or similar to the relevant pillars of the NDS 2030.

The deadline for CSOs to nominate a representative will be open from: November 03-09, 2020. This will be done through sending:
1. Mission and scope of the organization (max one page A4)

2. CV of the person nominated by the organization.
Required documents should be sent to email info@civikos.net by November 09, 2020.

Upon completion of the nomination, a panel consisting of a representative of the CiviKos Platform Secretariat and a representative of the Office for Strategic Planning (SPO) will verify whether the nominated candidates meet the required criteria. All candidates who are found to meet the required criteria will be included in the final voting list.

Nominations that do not meet the above criteria or do not meet the deadline will not be considered.

Immediately after compiling the final list of nominations, the CiviKos Platform will publicly announce the list of CSO representatives that will participate in the Thematic Groups for the drafting of the NDS 2030. All registered NGOs can nominate their preferred candidates within a period of 5 days from the opening of the nomination process.

To oversee the nomination process, the CiviKos Platform will invite as observers all CSOs that have made nominations and the SPO/OPM representatives.

To reflect the social and civil diversity of Kosovo, the nomination of girls and women, members of non-majority communities and underrepresented groups is encouraged.
