Pursuant to Article 92 paragraph 4. and Article 93 paragraph 4 of the Constitution of the Republic of Kosovo, based on Article 4 of Regulation No. 02/2021 for the Areas of Administrative Responsibility of the Prime Minister's Office and Ministries, amended and supplemented by Regulation No. 04/2021 and Regulation No. 03/2022, in accordance with Article 19 of the Rules of Procedure of the Government of the Republic of Kosovo No. 09/2011, the Government of the Republic of Kosovo, at the meeting held on October 28, 2022, issues the following:
D  E C I S I O N
1. All owners of vehicles equipped with registration plates "PR", "KM", "PZ", "GL", "UR", "PE", "DA" or "ĐA" from June 10, 1999 until 21st April 2022, have the possibility to register their vehicles with RKS registration plates.

2. The registration of vehicles defined as per point 1 of this Decision shall have duration until 21st April 2023.
3. From 1st November 2022 to 21st November 2022, to the owners of vehicles with registration plates "PR", "KM", "PZ", "GL", "UR", "PE", " DA" or "ĐA", shall be issued reprimands and for the same, from 21st November 2022 to 21st January, the fines shall be imposed according to the legislation in force.

4. The vehicles according to point 1 of this Decision, which are included to this extent, are considered nationalized goods only for the period from 1st September 2022 to 31st March 2023.

5. After 31st March 2023 until 21st April 2023, for vehicles according to point 1 of this Decision, it is possible to register with RKS registration plates without being considered nationalized goods in terms of point 4 of this Decision.
6. For the owners of vehicles equipped for the first time with registration plates "PR", "KM", "PZ", "GL", "UR", "PE", "DA" or "ĐA" after 21st April 2022 , registration with RKS plates, entry and/or circulation in the territory of the Republic of Kosovo is not possible.

7. All vehicles with registration plates of Serbia, which appear at the state border crossing point of the Republic of Kosovo and are intended for circulation in the territory of the Republic of Kosovo, as well as vehicles that are already in circulation in the territory of the Republic of Kosovo, shall have the sticker placed in the part of state name and symbols as per point 3 of Government Decision No. 02/85 dated 29.06.2022 supplemented and amended by Decision No. 08/102 dated 26.10.2022. The sticker application mechanism is without prejudice to the maximum period of stay of such vehicles in the territory of the Republic of Kosovo according to Article 41 of Law No. 05/L-132 on Vehicles.
8. From 21st January 2023, in order to circulate and/or enter the territory of the Republic of Kosovo, all owners of vehicles equipped with "PR", "KM", "PZ", "GL", "UR" "PE", "DA" or "ĐA" registration plates, from 10th June 1999 to 21st April 2022, are due to be equipped with test registration plates. From this date, the application of stickers only for this category of vehicles is replaced with the requirement to be equipped with test registration plates.

9. Apart from equipping with test registration plates according to point 8 of this Decision, owners of vehicles equipped with "PR", "KM", "PZ", "GL", "UR", "PE", "DA" or " ĐA" from 10th June 1999 to 21st April 2022, the registration with RKS registration plates shall implement within the deadline defined in point 2 of this Decision.
10. After 21st April 2023, the owners of vehicles equipped with the registration plates "PR", "KM", "PZ", "GL", "UR", "PE", "DA" or "ĐA" from 10th June 1999 through 21st April 2022 shall not have the possibility to register these vehicles with RKS registration plates, nor to enter or circulate in and through the territory of the Republic of Kosovo.
11. Based on this Decision the Ministry of Internal Affairs and the agencies are due to undertake all the necessary actions and measures in order to accomplish the process and to coordinate the registration process in coordination with the relevant ministries.
12. Kosovo Police, Kosovo Customs and all other relevant institutions after 21st April 2023 are due to take all the necessary measures according to the legislation into force.
13. The decision enters into force on the day of its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Kosovo and with the entry into force of this decision, Decision No. 01/85 dated 29.06.2022 and Decision No. 01/97 as of 20.09.2022 are being abolished.
